Additionally, our teachers use 

effective, current math strategies in the classroom, such as Digital Calendar Math, Reflex, 

First in Math, and Number Worlds. Our Response to Intervention (RTI) services are offered 

at each grade level, and utilize state of the art delivery methods such as Leveled Literacy 

Intervention (LLI), Number Worlds and SOAR to assure the success of students who may 

need additional instruction.   At Gateway Elementary School, we believe that the success 

of our students should be measured by more than academic excellence. Our students are 

fully immersed in “The Seven Habits of Happy Kids”.
