The district administers the DRA2 (Developmental Reading Assessment) to all 5K students to monitor and report 

student progress in reading.  This assessment has been administered individually to your child, which has allowed your 

child’s teacher to observe and evaluate his/her beginning reading strengths and instructional needs. The district 

administers this assessment at least two times per year; during the first 45 days of the school year and during the last 45 

days of school. Kindergarten students enter school with a wide range of experiences.  Some 5K students enter school 

knowing how to read, and hopefully come to school with an interest in books from early experiences with books at home 

and being read to by family members. Family members should continue as key partners in supporting their child’s 

continued progress in reading. (See attached list of suggestions for supporting reading at home.) 

DRA2 provides teachers with information that helps determine where each student is in the literacy development 

necessary to become a successful reader.  The DRA2 assessment consists of two parts; 1) the Benchmark Assessment to 

monitor reading progress and 2) the Word Analysis Tasks to monitor the development of problem-solving strategies 

necessary to read words that are new to the student. The goal is for 5K students on the Benchmark assessment is to be 

reading at a minimum of a Level 3, (Independent Level) by the end of the school year. The goal for the Word Analysis 

Tasks scores are as indicated in the chart below, which also includes your child’s scores for the two assessment periods.
